HOW HAS SOCIETY CHANGED?

Speaker:  Prof Sir Tony Bottoms

Sir Anthony Bottoms worked as a Probation Officer before entering academic life as a researcher at Cambridge, then lecturer in Sheffield.  He was Wolfson Professor of Criminology from 1984 to 2006, and he also served as Director of the Institute of Criminology from 1984 to 1998. He is now Emeritus Wolfson Professor of Criminology at Cambridge, and Honorary Professor of Criminology at the University of Sheffield. 
His interests within criminology are wide-ranging, and include desistance from crime, socio-spatial criminology, penology, and theoretical criminology; he is also interested in social order and legal compliance.

In the seminar he will look at the basic facts of social change -  population/immigration, family structures, economic growth, deindustialization, trends in household income and expenditure, etc. and then discuss some theories by which sociologists are trying to make sense of what’s been happening – multiculturalism, consumerism, detraditionalization, secularisation, managerialism, the 'market society', 'safe hedonism' and 'ontological insecurity'.
